Points to Ponder

PRAYER FOR CLIMATE CHANGE
Loving God, we praise your name with all
you have created. You are present in the
whole universe, and in the smallest of
creatures. We acknowledge the
responsibilities you have placed upon us as
stewards of your creation. May the Holy
Spirit inspire all political leaders as they seek
to embrace the changes needed to foster a
more sustainable society. Instill in them the
courage and gentleness to implement fairer
solutions for the poorest and most vulnerable
and commit their nations to the care of Our
Common Home. We ask this through Our
Lord Jesus Christ your Son. Amen
PRAYER FOR PEACE

Mary, Mother of God, Queen of the
Universe. We ask you to intercede for the
people of war-torn countries, for their
governments, and all who suffer as a result
of war. Be with them as you stood beside
your Son, suffering on the Cross at Calvary.
Give them strength and courage through
faith, hope and justice. May we support them
through prayer and generosity. That human
lives may be saved. That the injured may be
healed. That the dead may rest in peace. That
there will be peace after war. Amen.

It is interesting that just after hearing Jesus commenting on the relative insignificance of offerings made by the wealthy, the next thing
that happens is his disciples admiring the wealth and grandeur of the temple. I wonder what would happen if all church communities
lived from a place of knowing their own buildings are impermanent and their own wealth is fleeting? His disciples remembered Jesus'
words and wrote them down so that they - and we - might be wise in turbulent times. And so it might be best to risk extracting 'general
principles' from this Gospel passage, and avoid unfruitful speculations about the concrete details:
e Everything in this world will pass away. (Verses 5-6)
e  There will be false teachers, don't be led astray by them. (Verses 7-8)
e  There will be calamities, don't be afraid. (Verses 9-11)
e Following me will put you at odds with the folks that run this world, and even your own family. Don't be surprised by - or
run away from - conflict. (Verses 12, and 16-17)
e There'll come a time when you'll have to account for why you are my disciple, don't worry about it ahead of time, I'll be with
you and give you all the wisdom you'll need at the time. (Verses 13-15)
e Believe me, you won't perish. By enduring, you will save your true self. (Verses 18-19)
Jesus doesn't promise us an easy life. Instead, he tells us the truth. And he promises us that the truth will set us free. I wonder how the
words of today's passage have been true and freeing for us?
