Points to Ponder

When individuals or groups are in conflict, it can be difficult for the conflicting parties to see any good in each other. In times of war,
in particular, the warring parties often demonise each other. In the case of the current Israeli Palestinian conflict, for example, it is
probably very difficult for many Palestinians to bring together the noun 'Jew' and the adjective 'good', and equally difficult for many
Jews to associate the noun "Palestinian' with the adjective 'good'. A pastor working in the Middle East confessed that never once was he
even tempted to tell Palestinians a story about a noble Israeli. However, Jesus does the equivalent of that in today's gospel reading. We
have become used to referring to the story Jesus tells as the parable of the good Samaritan. We can forget that in the Jewish world of
Jesus the words 'good' and 'Samaritan' would never have been found together. We all have the potential to make tangible God's
compassionate presence to others. The first step in doing that is to notice. It is first said of the Samaritan that he saw the traveller, he
noticed him. Noticing is a small but very significant first step. Yet, it is not enough. The priest and the Levite also noticed, they too saw.
What distinguished the Samaritan from them was that he allowed himself to be deeply moved by what he saw. Compassion involves
that deep inner movement which comes from allowing ourselves to experience something of the pain of the other. That inner movement
will lead to some form of outer movement, some appropriate action on behalf of the other. Such, according to the gospel reading, is the
path to life.
