Points to Ponder

recognized that unity in the Church was essential to its mission and witness in the world. As we reflect on the lives of Peter and Paul, 

we are reminded of the importance of unity within the Church today. The Church, like any human institution, is made up of diverse 

individuals with unique backgrounds, perspectives, and gifts. It is in embracing this diversity and recognising the common mission that 

we can truly be effective witnesses of Christ's love and mercy. Peter and Paul also teach us about the transformative power of God's 

grace. Peter, the impulsive fisherman, became the courageous leader of the early Church. Paul, the persecutor, became the ardent 

defender of the faith. Both experienced profound conversions and allowed God's grace to shape their lives and ministries.
