Points to Ponder

Every dedication of a Church is about Jesus Christ and about worship in spirit and in truth. If we look at the readings today in terms of
Church and the service of the Bishop of Rome, our Pope, we can see in the first reading, from the Prophet Ezekiel, a reflection of what
the Church and the service of the Pope are supposed to be: the water of life flowing out from God and giving life to all that it touches.
This is the ideal and it is rarely completely reached. Yet we have seen so many holy Popes in the last one hundred years that we can
understand that the role of the Pope and the role of the Church is to give us life. The second reading today, from the First Letter to the
Corinthians, reminds us that we are the Church, the temple of God. We are not the Church all by ourselves in some exclusive way. Each
of us is the Church and yet together we are the Church. Each of us is a temple of God and together we are God's people. Finally, in the
Gospel today, from Saint John, we understand how the body of Christ points to resurrection, for Him and for us. We are to recognise in
all of this the hand of God: Jesus dies for us and we must die for one another. This is the Church and this is why we celebrate the

dedication of a Church. The Bishop of Rome, our Pope, can lead us to walk with Christ — but we must be the ones who walk.
